A non-Catholic can be chosen
as one of the sponsors, and would be called a “Christian
witness”. They would have to be practicing member of their
church. Godparents need to request sponsor certificates from
the church they currently attend (not the church of their
Confirmation).

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

STEM CELL RESEARCH BILL: The US House approved
the Stem Cell Research bill to have our Federal taxes pay for
embryonic research. Fortunately, they have fallen far short of
the two-thirds vote needed to override the President’s
promised veto. Twenty years of embryonic stem cell research
has produced only a wish list but not one cure versus thirty
years of adult stem cell research and 72 cures. Recent
amniotic fluid stem cell research and eye experiment holds
promise. The most effective and harmless ways to obtain stem
cells are from an adult or from the amniotic fluid which
surrounds the developing baby. The least effective and
murderous way is from a frozen embryo or an aborted child.

We must be watchful here in Massachusetts that our
legislators do not pass a similar bill to use our state tax dollars
to fund embryonic research. We will alert you when this is
taking place and your need support. God bless you all for
your continued dedication.
